NAPLAN Results
Kangaloon performed extremely well in all areas tested in the National Testing Program. Year 5 was above national average in all areas; particularly in Reading, Grammar and Numeracy. In both grades, we are slightly above the national average in Spelling. We will be examining the children’s results very carefully and looking at the questions the children answered incorrectly. We will look for patterns in the results and growth rates from Year 3 to Year 5. All the statistics help us to plan programs, and guide our teaching and learning. Overall, the results in N.S.W. were excellent. I will talk more about our school’s academic progress at the P and C meeting next Wednesday.
